YOUTH DELEGATES AND ALTERNATES FOR 2010 G.A. ELECTED AT AUGUST RALLY

During the 5th Sunday Youth Rally in August, held at Ash Hill Cumberland Presbyterian Church, the youth of Columbia Presbytery elected youth delegates and alternates for the General Assembly of the Cumberland Presbyterian Church, which will be held at Montgomery Bell State Park, June 13-18, 2010.  This is a very historic meeting of our General Assembly, for it marks the 200th anniversary of our denomination.  The youth delegates elected to serve at G.A. in 2010 are Daniel Perry, age 18 of the West Point congregation, and Markham Boyd, age 15, from the Mt. Joy congregation.  Three alternates were also elected to stand ready to serve if either Daniel or Markham were to be unable to attend.  Those alternates are Aaron Clifton, age 15, from the Ash Hill congregation, and Matthew Reagan, age 16 and Dillon Holt, age 16, both of the Jenkins congregation.   The youth delegates will be non-voting members of the General Assembly, and while they will not be allowed to vote on actions of the Assembly, they will have the right to address the assembly on any topic that is on the floor.  Also, they will serve on boards and committees of the General Assembly, and will have input into the decisions and actions of those boards.  Their role in the General Assembly work is a very active and meaningful role, which will require hours of attentive work.    In addition to these duties, our youth delegates will have the opportunity to participate in fellowship and fun activities with youth delegates from other presbyteries across the denomination.  In addition, there will be shared worship services with the Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America (CPCA), our sister denomination of African Americans, who will be holding their own G.A. nearby during the same week.  One of these worship services will be planned by the youth delegates.  We congratulate all of our youth delegates and alternates and appreciate their willingness to serve and accept this responsibility.  Our prayers and support will be with them.
